Located directly across from the “Ferries & Cliff House” steam
train depot, Ocean Terrace’s block-long attractions included three
restaurants, four saloons, two “while-U-wait” photo galleries,

a candy shop, and a curio store selling seashells and postcards. For
the thirsty travelers, there were seven establishments selling liquor.
